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Section Heading

Note that the paragraph begins with an indent and are not separated with a blank line.  This is in 10 pt Times New Roman.  Section headings are in bold, sentence case and left justified.  Leave a line space before starting a new main section heading.  This is the font size for the main body of the text, which is fully justified.  All references should be cited either like this (Other, 1999), like this for two authors (Other and Bloke, 1987) or like this for multiple authors (Other et al., 1998).  These citations appear in full at the end of the extended abstract.

Sub heading

The use of sub headings is not encouraged, but if necessary appear in italics, 10 point font and left justified.  Note that there is no line space above subheadings.

Format for Tables (Figures are not allowed)

If a table is required it should be presented according to the format of the Journal of Environmental Quality.  http://www.asa-cssa-sssa.org/style98/.  Only use SI units.  Table captions are in bold above the table, with a blank line before.
